Ted N. C. Wilson began his church career as a pastor in 1974 in the Greater 
New York Conference. He married Nancy Louise Vollmer Wilson, a physical 
therapist, in 1975. The couple have three daughters: Emile Louise, married to 
Pastor Kameron DeVasher; Elizabeth Esther, married to Pastor David Wright; 
and Catherine Anne, married to Dr. Robert Renck. The Wilsons have eleven 
grandchildren. Born in Takoma Park, Maryland on May 10, 1950, the son of for-
mer Adventist world church President Neal C. Wilson and Elinor E. Wilson, Wil-
son spent part of his childhood in Egypt.  
Wilson served as an assistant director and then director of Metropolitan Minis-
tries in New York from 1976 to 1981. He also served the General Conference of 
Seventh-day Adventist then Africa-Indian Ocean Division, based in Abidjan, 
Cote d'Ivoire, until 1990, as a departmental director and later as executive sec-
retary.  
 
Following his post in West Africa, he served for two years at the General Con-
ference World Headquarters of the Seventh-day Adventist Church, in Silver 
Spring, Maryland, United States, as an associate secretary.
